. SPAN 1001 Beginning Spanish |

. COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course is designed for the beginning-level student with no previous knowledge of
Spanish. Course content focuses on developing speaking, listening, reading and writing
skills in accordance with the American Council of Teachers of Foreign Language and
Culture (ACTFL) standards. Emphasis is placed on learning useful vocabulary for a variety
of everyday situations. Cultural materials develop an awareness and understanding of the
arts, customs, history, culture and literature of Spanish-speaking people and countries
throughout the world. This study creates a comparison of cultural, social and linguistic
differences and similarities. This course also explores how the ideas and values of Spanish-
speaking cultures are expressed in the arts and humanities within a social and historical
context.
