. COURSE DESCRIPTION:

This course will provide a better knowledge of the French language and culture and continue
to build on the skills acquired in French 1101 and 1102. Students will further develop skills
in the areas of listening, reading, speaking, writing and grammar in French in accordance
with the American Council of Teachers of Foreign Languages (ACTFL) standards. These
skills will be taught in the context of French culture. Prerequisites: FREN 1102 or
equivalent.
