A. PSYC 1273 Psychology of Community Engagement—Field Experience 
 
B. COURSE DESCRIPTION:  
 
 This course provides students with an opportunity to experience community engagement 

work under the supervision of experienced workers.  Students perform 90 hours of field 
experience as well as attend meetings with the instructor to prepare for and process these 
experiences.  Students learn to apply psychological concepts and theories in the context of 
community service projects.  Students will be better prepared for future community service 
opportunities and gain a lifelong appreciation for civic engagement.  The type of field 
experience may be arranged by the student but must be approved within the first five days of 
the semester by the instructor.  Prerequisite:  PSYC 1105 or PSYC 1240 or PSYC 2260.
